Pastoral Ponderings 
In our Christian tradition the word sanctuary usually refers to the building where worship services are held 
on a weekly basis. The concept of sanctuary extents to a far greater area than a localized church 
building. The word originates from the Latin word meaning ñHolyò but the concept reaches back to the 
foundations of Judaism. In Judaism, the concept of sanctuary can mean a temple or high holy place but it 
also means a dwelling of safety, refuge, or haven. 
 
Judaism and Christianity, believes that the world and all that dwells upon it are the result of Godôs 
creative energy and as humans we were given the responsibility of being Godôs caretakers on Earth. 
When we care for all that God has created, we are caring for and promoting Godôs glory upon Earth as 
told in Isaiah 6: 3. 
 

ñHoly, holy, holy is the L  Almighty; 
    the whole earth is full of his glory.ò 

 
Since, the 1980ôs, church communities and denominations have grown in their awareness of a 
responsibility to care for the Earth and all that dwells upon it. It is a holy obligation to protect Godôs 
creation. There is an increasing awareness of the reality that the Earth and its inhabitants are 
interconnected and life is dependent on a fragile balance of use and protection. There are consequences 
for reckless and destructive behavior. 
 
Simply, the Earth is our first sanctuary. It is a holy place where life originates and flourishes. It is intended 
as our haven and refuge. It is where we meet God and Godôs glory in its fullest. In this relationship with 
God and all Godôs creation, we are responsible for its safety. 
 
From September 1

st
 through the first Sunday in October, the liturgical Season of Creation will be 

acknowledged during our worship services. The Season of Creation is a three-year cycle similar to the 
design of our Protestant liturgical calendar. The year 2020 is acknowledges the aspects of our world 
noted below. The Season of Creation always ends with the Blessing of the Animals in honor of St. Francis 
of Assisi.

September 27   4th Sunday in Creation ï River Sunday  
October 1          St Francis of Assisi Day ï Blessing of the Animals celebrated on             
         Sunday October 4th.
